We cannot accept
damaged or hardcover books, or
books on certain topics. For more
details, see our website.

Your book drive could be very
focused, for example on books
about trades or books in a specific
langauge, or it could be broad. But
the best donations will be the ones
that match what prisoners are
asking for currently.

After you have collected your
donations, we ask that you review
them and remove items we
cannot accept (per our website).
You may be able to donate those
items to another worthy cause.
